Pt. Gamble brought in $10,000 for the club, but 
there are some expenses that have not been paid. 
Spokane made around $1470 after most expenses 
were paid, there still may be a few more expenses. 
Starting Budget-$9,501.49, Total Income-$37,850,  
Net Income- $-5,301 and Cash on Hand-$10,667.43 
 Brigade Commanders' Reports:  
Union - None 
Confederate -It has been going well. The two       
Brigade commanders have been in contact about 
the scenarios/battles that will be re-enacted at    
Ferndale. Looks like there will be a good turn-out of 
re-enactors for the Ferndale event. Battles being 
planned are lst/2nd day of Gettysburg, Iron Brigade, 
and Buford engagement, Wheatfield/ Sickles re-
doubt, destruction of lst Minn. Fighting scenarios will 
be extended throughout the days. Some scenarios 
played out differently that expected at Pt. Gamble. 
The scenarios pleased the spectators very much at 
Pt. Gamble. Many great comments were made 
about the performances. They would like to see 
more scenarios in military camp. 
  
Civilian Leader Reports: 
Union via e-mail - I would like to thank the NCWC 
Civilians who made it to Pt. Gamble. It was a great 
event for everyone even with the tight quarters. I 
would like to remind all Union Civilians that we 
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the dissatisfaction  that some CSA civilians had with 
location of Sutlers’ tents at Pt. Gamble. Some       
civilians felt that the Sutlers' tents were not "separate 
or distinct." from the CSA Civilian Camp. 
It was perceived as a direct violation of a WCWA By-
Law, Section E iv. Explanation was given by the 
board. Any further questions about this issue should 
be directed to Howard Struve, or Tom Peloquin. 
2. Civilian Leaders and Civilians are an integral part 
to the Club and should be appreciated more for their 
contributions to the events and the WCWA mission 
statement. 
3. Civilian Leaders are part of the Administrative 
Board and should be listened to more by the other 
members of the board.  
4. Vehicles in camp when not allowed. This is a viola-
tion of WCWA safety rules. (This should be han-
dled by the unit commanders.) 
  
Unfinished Business:  
1. Victorian Society information is available. WCWA 
did become a member of this society. For more infor-
mation on this society contact Tom Peloquin. 
  
Committee Reports:  
Event Planning Committee - Plans for 2010 are all 
ready in progress. Please turn in event applications 
and budget proposals to the EPC as soon as possi-
ble. They are due for 2010 by September, 2009. The 
WCWA proposed calendar is due by September. 
WCWA board votes on it in October. A tentative site 
for a new event is being explored by the EPC com-
mittee for 2010. Event applications/budget proposals 
for 2011 are also being accepted by the EPC at this 
time. 
Membership - There are 780 current members in the 
WCWA. There were two NSF checks received by the 
treasurer.  A motion was put forward on how to deal 
with this type of situation. Discussion followed 
and the motion was approved. The NSF 
checks will be returned to the members and a $5.00 
fee will be added to the $10 to cover administrative 
costs. When the $15 is paid, the member's status 
with WCWA will occur. Total cost to member will be 
$15 on NSF checks. 
**** Any WCWA members that pay or renew their 
membership after August l of 2009, will be cov-
ered for the 2010  season . 
  
 Publicity -As soon as the WCWA Calendar is final-
ized for 2010, the publicity committee can get the in-
formation to various publications.  October or early 
November is the the best window of opportunity for 
the WCWA to have ample opportunities to inform the 

public about upcoming club events. 
Insurance/Risk Committee - David Imburgia will 
be working with this committee on making the 
process for membership and safety test more effi-
cient and effective to club members. No claims 
but need to be careful about insurance issues that 
could affect our liability insurance costs.  
WebPage- Thanks to Howard for setting up such 
a great web page for the Ferndale Event. The web 
page has been updated. 
  
 Proposals that would affect the By-Laws that 
were introduced at the meeting.  
1. To change the by-laws so both the membership 
application and safety test verification signatures 
would by on the same form. A membership card 
would then be the only proof needed at battle 
events and the need for a event card would be 
eliminated. This was discussed, but would not be 
voted on until the next board mtg. 
2. To add another position to the executive board 
which has the Treasurer position separate from 
the WCWA Membership duties.  
These two motions would have to be voted on by 
the complete membership of our club since they 
would bring about a change in the WCWA Consti-
tution.
