Have you ever wanted to attend classes
prestigious Ivy League university? How about a
course in history at Yale, or more specifically a
course on Civil War era history? Well, the oppor
nity now affords itself. Yale University has made
available, online, a limited number of their leetur

courses. Among these courses is one entitled “Th

Civil War and Reconstruction Era 1845 - 1877".

In 2008 Dr. Blight, a noted civil war histo-
rian, gave a series of 27 lectures to his studants
Yale University. He recorded these lectures and
with permission of the university has made then

available online and free of charge. The courses

downloadable as either video or MP3 files. Eackh
lecture is approximately 60 minutes in length.
There is also a zip file available that contains
course reference material.

This series of lectures details more the
causes and results of the war, rather than dwell
on the war itself. Limited to 27 hour long lecture
Dr. Blight is not able to go into great detail, but
found it informative to revisit subjects such as th

Dred Scott Decision, Fredrick Douglas and the af;

termath of the war.
