| The Miller brothers served with distinction in the

' S.P.H. Miller was with the Elk Run Greys Militia and
later the 7" Virginia Calvary. Hiram Harrison Miller and
'Sgt. Joseph George Harnsberger “J.G.H.” Miller both
served in Company I of the 10" Virginia. During General
'Lee’s Surrender at

| Appomattox, our Confederate soldiers were ordered to

| “stack their arms and surrender their flags.” Sgt. J.G.H.

' Miller, after seeing scores of his men die and suffer under
| the regimental flag through-out the war, didn’t have the
“heart to surrender his beloved flag. So he carefully folded
it and hid it under his uniform jacket.

tried to put the pieces of his life back together. The battle
flag remained in the family for over 110 years, before an
unsuspecting ancestor sold the flag, along with other
family heirlooms, to a fellow who paid less than $100 for
the lot.

Now, 143 years later after the end of the war, the battle
flag is being sold in the open market. If not required now,
it could end up anywhere, and never return to the Valley
where it belongs. An image of the flag may be seen at
www.geocities.comzedwhitl/10thvainf.html. A precau-
tion estimate of the sale price places the value of the flag
and accompanying items at $175,000 to $220,000. It is
urgent that the community and the state help financially
in the efforts to bring these historically important items
home.
