2 eggs, hard boiled, chopped 
2/3 cup chopped pimentos or green bell pepper or 1/3 
of each 
1 teaspoon dry mustard 
1 teaspoon prepared mustard 
¼ teaspoon curry powder 
3 tablespoons mayonnaise 
Sprinkle of garlic salt 
Paprika for garnish 
Small handful of bread crumbs 
 
Preheat oven to 425 degrees. Mix all ingredients 
lightly except paprika and bread crumbs; spoon into 
individual shells or 1 quart casserole.

The Battle of Hampton Roads, often referred 
to as the Battle of Monitor and Merrimack 
(or Merrimac), was the most noted and argua-
bly the most important naval battle of the Civil 
War from the standpoint of the development of 
navies. It was fought over two days, 8–9 
March 1862, in Hampton Roads, a roadstead 
in Virginia where the Elizabeth and Nanse-
mond meet the James River just before it en-
ters Chesapeake Bay. The battle was a part of 
the effort of the Confederacy to break the Un-
ion blockade, which had cut off Virginia's larg-
est cities, Norfolk and Richmond, from inter-
national trade.
